Asotin Creek Ride – June 6 – 10, 2007

Below are the directions for the Asotin Creek Ride:

Find your way through Lewiston and Clarkston to Asotin;
Just as you're coming into Asotin, before you cross the bridge, TURN RIGHT;
You will be on county road 110; go 3 miles;
Turn right to stay on 110 (toward Wickiup Campground) follow Asotin Ck.;
Go 12 miles, stay right, (road 181, Wildlife Access Area), Lick Creek Rd.;
Another 6 miles and you will be at Fordyce Trail where we plan to camp,
but .if someone beats us to it we will have to continue on up the road.

Camping is primitive: few high lines, no  toilets. There may not be room for electric fences on the same side of the creek as
we’re camping, if we get a crowd. We will be riding in the lower Blue Mountains; sometimes it will be steep and rocky.
Horses should have some conditioning and shoes. All day rides so bring lunch and cameras.

We will be riding through DFW elk calving area and the cows will be calving; so no dogs on the trail. We could very likely
see bear also as new calves are a delicacy.  Expect the wild flowers to be in full bloom, open vistas and big timber in the
draws.

We are planning to drive down on Wednesday, come for as many days as you like.  Potluck on Friday and Saturday
nights.

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Memorial Day Work Party

Greetings to all horse & mule folks!  We are gearing up for another fun-filled Memorial Day work party on the
Priest Lake District May 26th – 28th.  This year we have the nearly completed picnic shelter and a new vault
toilet to utilize at Kalispell Camp, which by the way we now refer to as the Reynolds Creek Camp to reduce
confusion with so many other Kalispell names in the area.
Last year over the Memorial Day weekend, 36 miles of trail was cleared of numerous of downed logs.  I think
this year will be a bit easier- not as many windstorms last winter knocking trees down.   Will be the same
program as last year, we’ll clear as many trails as we can over the weekend.  For those who are new to this, the
trails range from relatively flat to somewhat steep (you can choose the trail you want to work) and are within a
15-minute drive from the camp.  There is mostly chainsaw work to be done but there is always brush clearing
and tread work to do if you are not certified to run a saw.

I will provide weed-free hay, folks can come on Friday the 25th to set up camp- we’ll get an early start Saturday
morn.
